The Court makes preliminary remarks. Ms. Adams and Mr. Negri respond to the Court. Mr.
Negri advises the Court that the Defendant will file a motion to stay the response time on
Intervenor's motion to transfer venue. The Court indicates that it will not stay the response
time indefinitely. The Court plans to hold the preliminary injunction hearing.

Mr. Negri asks for an extension of time to file a response. The Court makes findings and
grants Defendant's request to extend time to file a response. Any response to Intervenor's
motion to transfer venue (ECF No. [37] is due by 1/23/2019. Replies are due by 1/28/2019. If the
Court deems it necessary to hold a hearing on the motion, the hearing will be telephonic.



The Court asks counsel for a time estimate on the preliminary injunction hearing. Mr. Negri
advises that the Government intends to file two motions today that may streamline the
hearing. Ms. Adams believes the hearing can be completed in one judicial day. (no image
